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DePrez Offers Economic Insights

While economic uncertainty has slowed the
business location process in general, some
regions and some sectors of the economy
continue to register activity. According to
Gene DePrez, national director for global
location strategies for IBM Business
Consulting Services, Tennessee has many of
the qualities required to be successful, even
in an uncertain environment.

In a recent address to the Tennessee
Industrial Development Council, DePrez
summarized the trends in corporate
location and provided insight on how
Tennessee is perceived in today's market.

Bright Spots

Much of the
overall expansion
activity has been
delayed, not
cancelled. Shared
services centers are being actively
developed, focusing on second and third
tier cities away from the coasts.
Pharmaceutical and biotech operations are
still growing and expanding.

Another active area is the location of
regional headquarters. Security concerns
and the desire to disperse resources and
talent away from large centers is causing
companies to consider edge cities and
second tier cities more carefully.

Cost and Talent

Two important concerns in this economic
climate are cost and talent. With businesses
looking for both minimum capital
investments at startup and making long-
term reductions in capital investments and

operating expenses, Tennessee is among
the best locations in the nation, with a
good concentration of intellectual capital
and a low cost of doing business.

Due to increased security concerns,
companies are reducing the concentration
of human resources in larger cities and
forming duplicate operations centers and
back-up centers.

Relocating executives and other talent will
be impressed with the diverse quality of life
in Tennessee, ranging from urban to
suburban to rural. Tennessee’s mountains,
rivers and lakes
offer beauty and
many appealing
recreational
outlets needed
for attracting and
retaining talent.

According to DePrez, Tennessee remains
very competitive in the area of operating
costs — only Mexico and Asia are better.

To reduce capital and start-up costs,
companies are continuing to pay more
attention to incentives and credits.
Tennessee offers competitive incentives that
compare favorably with other states and
regions.

Global Access

With business operations becoming more
widely and globally dispersed, accessibility
becomes increasingly important. Tennessee,
and in particular West Tennessee, is the
best location in the nation for North
American logistics. The state’s air, water, rail
and highway access are outstanding.
